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Introduction
This catalog is an introduction to the natural resources used in the daily lives of the people of Kbal
Romeas Village, and their beliefs.

In July 2014, Mekong Watch and the 3S Rivers Protection Network (3SPN), in collaboration with
the villagers (women, the elderly, members of the youth group, etc. who remain in the village even
during the busy farming season), mapped locations where natural resources considered by the
villagers to be important exist in the surroundings of the village. In addition, in August 2015, a
member of the 3SPN staff, who is herself a resident of Ratanakiri Province, and who has a deep
understanding of the culture and livelihoods of the region, Soukit Nen, interviewed two of the
villagers, Samnang Dam and Lanh Srang, and compiled a livelihood calendar of the village. With the
cooperation of the villagers, photographs of the natural resources (fish and non-timber forest
products) that were listed during the mapmaking and interviews were taken and these are shown in
the appendices to this report.

About the village
Kbal Romeas Village is located in Kbal Romeas

Commune, Sesan District, Stung Treng Province. The
village is along the Srepok River (Ralay Srepok in the
Bunong language). Kbal Romeas village shares
boundaries with Sraekor Village, Krobey Chrom, and
Srae Sranok Village. The total land area of the village is
555 hectares. Kbal Romeas Village currently has a total
population of 127 families, 750 people. The villagers are
mainly of Bunong ethnicity.

According to village tradition, the villagers of Kbal Romeas once lived in a village called “Veun
Chan” along the Sekong River. There were only 30 families living there. In 1937, they moved to
Rompe Village (about 7 km southwest of the present village and within the boundaries of the current
Kbal Romeas Village). However, as many people died there (the villagers strongly believe that this
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was a phenomenon caused by the anger of spirits toward people who broke the taboos), in 1973 they
came to live in Kbal Romeas Village. There was a big pond in which a rhinoceros was seen by the
villagers to have died. The villagers started to call this pond Trapeang Kbal Romeas (Pond of the
Rhinoceros Head), and thereafter called this village Kbal Romeas.

Since the construction of the dams in Vietnam, in the upper reaches of the Srepok River, the villagers
have suffered from sudden fluctuations in the river water level and the associated river bank
collapses, as well as water turbidity and pollution. Fishing is still widely practiced in the village, but
fish catches have declined dramatically since the dams were built.

Moreover, the village lies within the reservoir of the Lower Sesan 2 Dam, the construction of which
began in 2014, and is therefore targeted for relocation. Many of the villagers, however, do not want
to abandon their rivers and mountains, and because they consider that the graves of their ancestors
and their spirit shrines cannot be dismantled and reconstructed in a different location, are refusing to
relocate as of January 2016.

Land use and livelihood of the village
The villagers are greatly dependent on natural

resources and earn their living by farming,
rearing animals, fishing, gathering and
hunting. Important places for them are forests,
river, streams, ponds, rice fields, and other
farmland.

The forests are places where edible and
non-edible NTFPs are gathered and fuelwood
can be obtained. Also, as will be shown below, | .

there are special forests where the spirits live.

The river is also an important water source for the villagers, since that is where they bathe, wash
clothes and obtain water for irrigation. In addition, as well as being important transportation
networks, rivers are also crucial for the gathering of food such as fish and shellfish. Rice paddies are
the place where rice, the staple food, is produced, but they are also where livestock are grazed in the
dry season. Wetlands are also used as rice paddies, the plants that grow in and around wetlands being
used for food and other purposes.

Subsistence rice farming is practiced in the village. Rice is produced in both swidden fields and wet

rice paddies. Some villagers sell rice to households that have insufficient rice, but do not sell rice
outside the village. Three main varieties are grown in swidden fields; Srov Kantrup, an
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early-maturing variety (two-and-a-half months), Srov Kavet and Srov Kantrey, medium-maturing
varieties (three months). Srov Kantrup has an especially good aroma, and Srov Kantrey is considered
to have both a good flavor and good aroma. The farming tools include a long pointed wooden stick
used to make holes for sowing rice seeds and bamboo containers for storing the rice seeds. For the
first year in the cycle of a swidden rice field, small trees, shrubs and grass are slashed in February
and burned in April. Weeding is done in May and rice is sown in June. Within the upland (swidden)
rice field, farmers also grow pumpkins (Lapov in the Khmer language), bottle gourds (Khlauk), luffa
gourds (Nornaung), lemon grass, Romdenh, chili, eggplants, long beans, and cucumbers in the
burned areas or at the base of mounds. Swidden fields are not used to grow rice alone; they are also
crucial as a place where subsistence vegetables are grown.

In the paddy fields, three early-maturing varieties, four medium-maturing varieties and one
late-maturing variety are cultivated. One of the medium-maturing varieties, Srov Sken, has a hard
grain and does not have a good flavor. However, the villagers grow it because it gives a good yield
and can grow in a range of soil types. The timing of rice seedling transplantation is around July,
sometime after the rainy season has started. The villagers produce cashew nuts and cassava for cash
income. Villagers also keep a kitchen garden near their homes, where they grow herbs, leafy
vegetables and other plants for everyday meals.

Apart from cultivating rice, the majority of farmers in Kbal Romeas Village also raise animals such
as chickens, ducks, pigs and cattle for family consumption as well as for sale to generate additional
cash income to support their livelihoods.

In the village, eight different kinds of fishing gear are used. Villagers who use fishhooks for fishing
categorize them into seven different types. (See Appendix 3: Examples of Kbal Romeas Village
Fishing Gear.)

Many Non-Timber Forest Products (NTFPs) are used in the village. The main items are edible tree
fruit, edible mushrooms, items used for fuel, and items used as tools. (See Appendix 4: Examples of
Kbal Romeas Village NTFPs.) Besides the forests, villagers also practice gathering in rivers, on river
banks, as well as in and around paddy fields. Hunting is also carried out in the forests.

Belief in spirits

In this village, there are many places
concerning which the villagers hold beliefs in
and they call those areas “Neakta”. “Neakta”
is the “spirit of a place”.

In Kbal Romeas village, there are places
known as Neakta Rompe Leu, Neakta Rompe
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Kandal, Neakta Rompe Krom, Neakta Trapaing Thmar, Neakta Kbal Phum, Neakta Phnom Rerng,
Neakta Sraeveng, Neakta Russey, Neakta Sraekranh, Neakta Sneng Krobey, Neakta Pha’em, Neakta
Srae Keh Kom, Neakta Srae Pok, Neakta Kot Bou. The villagers believe that certain spirits live in
these locations. In addition, places known as Tuol Yeay Keo and Rompe Kandal are grave forests.
These beliefs are deeply embedded in the tradition of their ethnic group, and the people often go to
pray and hold ceremonies in those places in order to live happy lives.

Neakta Kbal Phum ---Neakta Kbal Phum is located just outside the residential area of the village,
and thus this spirit shrine is effectively at the entrance to the village. Villagers follow tradition
scrupulously and worship this spirit according to the customs. They also organize spiritual
ceremonies, especially when the cattle are lost, or people face problems such as illnesses. When they
leave to go to their farmland, or when they return to the village, they always make an offering to this
spirit.

Concerning this location, the villagers tell the following story.

“Once upon a time, a spirit (Neakta) “Neakta Vin” came to the villagers in a dream, saying that he
wanted to live with the villagers and asking the villagers to construct a shrine for him. He said would
take good care of the villagers and ensure their prosperity and happiness. They then prepared and
constructed the shrine for him. Ever since then the villagers have lived happily, and have believed in
and worshipped this spirit. Later, the villagers changed his name from “Neakta Vin” to “Neakta Kbal
Phum™.”

Kbal Romeas people believe that without Neakta Kbal Phum, their lives are not safe and they will
become unhappy. Belief in Neakta Kbal Phum is important for villagers in expressing their identity
as Bunong, an ethnic minority.

The Grave Forest --- When someone in the
village passes away, the body is always buried
in the grave forest, not cremated. Villagers do
not know clearly how big the grave forest is,
but it is quite large. At this grave hill, there are
water jars, pots, plates, clothes, a
crocodile-shaped flag, and other objects that

are symbols of the graveyard. The grave forest ,
is believed to be the place where the spirits of : V) e :
the deceased ancestors live. The villagers believe that it cannot be moved to a

new location. In
addition, if a person commits a wrongdoing such as taking water jars, pots, or plates away, or
reconstructs the spirit house, he will have to atone for the wrongdoing by making an offering of
pigs or buffaloes to pray to or apologize to the ancestors in order to prevent any suffering occurring
to the villagers.
